SPSS Homework Assignment 4

Sixty-six mothers and their three year old children participated in a lab experiment examining toddler compliance and distress. The children’s level s of compliance were assessed across several activities and given a global rating on a scale from 1-10, where 1 was “extremely noncompliant” and 10 was “extremely compliant”.  Distress was assessed during a frustrating activity in which children were handed a snack they could not open. Mothers did not interact with their children for the first half of the activity and did interact for the second half. Proportion scores for the time children displayed distress were calculated for both parts of the activity. In addition, parents filled out a questionnaire indicating their level of education, ethnicity, whether or not both parents lived in the same household and whether or not their child had been clinically diagnosed with behavior problems.  
1.  Conduct a related samples t-test to determine if there is a significant difference in children’s levels of distress when their mothers interact with them and when their mothers do not interact with them.  Report your findings in an APA formatted summary paragraph.
2.  Conduct a point biserial correlation to see if gender and compliance are significantly related.  Report your findings in an APA formatted summary paragraph.
3.  Conduct an independent samples t-test to determine if there is a significant difference between boys and girls on level of compliance.   Report your findings in an APA formatted summary paragraph.
4.  Conduct a chi square test of independence to determine if there is a significant relation between whether or not both parents live in the same household and diagnosis of behavior problems.  Report your findings in an APA formatted summary paragraph including effect size.
5.  Conduct a Pearson’s correlation to determine if whether or not both parents live in the same household and diagnosis of behavior problems are significantly correlated.  Report your findings in an APA formatted summary paragraph.
