SPSS#6 Homework
120 jurors took part in a study examining the effects of the victim impact statement on a number of variables.   30 of the jurors did not hear a VIS (victim impact statement).  Of the remaining 90 jurors, 1/3 of them were read the VIS by a family member, 1/3 were read the VIS by a Coworker bystander, and the last third were read the VIS by a Professional bystander.  Upon the completion of the trials, all of the jurors completed a survey examining how much the victim suffered, how honest the statement was, how emotionally moving the statement was, how harsh a penalty was deserved, and how atrocious the act was.  
#1. Perform  a one way analysis of variance to compare the control groups on the amount of suffering.  If findings are significant, perform the appropriate follow up test on SPSS and by hand to determine which groups differ significantly.  Report findings in a summary paragraph using APA format.

#2. Perform a one way analysis of variance to determine if there is a significant difference in the emotionally moving ratings across the four conditions.  Report findings in a summary paragraph using APA format.  Perform the following linear contrasts on SPSS and by hand and interpret the results.  Demonstrate two ways to prove that the following contrasts are orthogonal: 

A) Control vs. Remaining VIS groups

B) Family VIS vs. Coworker and professional VIS

C) Coworker VIS vs. Professional VIS
