4. Tell what you would do differently.

1. Attach your lesson plan.

2. Describe in detail what went well during the lesson, i.e., your question asking skills, distribution of materials, gaining and holding students’ attention, explaining the science concepts etc.
3.  Tell what you would do differently if you were to teach the lesson again.
