S.F. is a 35 y/o Caucasian male complaining of longstanding depressed mood.  He presented to this interview alert and oriented X3 with a consistent level of consciousness.  He appeared older than his stated age, dressed in bright colors and had a strong odor of cologne.  He spent most of the interview fidgeting and moving in his seat and appeared to be responding to internal stimuli, in that he would often mumble to no-one in particular.  His speech was rapid in pace and high in volume with normal rhythm.  His affect was elevated and his mood was “irritated.”  His thought processes were logical, linear and goal directed whereas his thought content was fixed on grandiose ideas that he had information that would “save the president.”  He denied auditory and visual hallucinations as well as SI/HI.  Insight and judgment appear impaired.

L.A. is a 68 y/o old Hispanic female who upon interview was alert and oriented to person but not time nor place.  She was dressed in a hospital gown, wearing make-up and appeared younger than her stated age.  Throughout the interview she appeared to have difficulty moving her right arm.  Her speech was slurred, halting and slow in rate. Volume and rhythm were WNL.  Her affect was of normal range and her mood was “frustrated.”  Her thought processing was tangential and content was normal.  She denied AH/VH/SI/HI.  Her insight and judgment were intact.
