Due: Check website.
Use the College Registration example from the textbook pg 221 (6.7.2.2) as a starting point, write a complete program to do the following:

· Recode the logic using CMP and conditional jump instructions (instead of the .IF and .ELSEIF directives)

· Perform range checking on the credits value; it cannot be less than 1 or greater than 30. If an invalid entry is discovered, display an appropriate error message.

· Input gradeAverage and credits from the user.  If the user enters zero for either value, halt the program.

· Perform range checking on both credits and gradeAverage. The latter must be between 0 and 400. If either value is out of range, display an appropriate error message.

· Determine whether or not the person can register and display an appropriate message.

Grading will be assigned as follows for a total of 50 pts:

1. Report with explanation of projects goals and your approach (5 pts)

2. Code organization (10 pts)

3. Description and Comments (10 pts)

4. Logic and construction of code (10 pts)

5. Robust Executable (15 pts)

Additional credit can be earned if the student includes one or both of the following extra credit items:

· Create separate procedures for entering and checking the range on gradeAverage and credits. (5 points)

· Use dialog windows for error messages (10 points)
