The programming assignments are taken from the textbook page 96, section 3.8 problem 1 and problem 3.  The problems are included here for convenience. 

1. Substitute Three Integers.

Using the AddSub program from Section 3.2 as a reference, write a program that subtracts three integers using only 16-bit registers.  Insert a call DumpRegs statement to display the register values.  Attach a screen dump (print screen) of the results to the back of the source code for submission.  The executable will not be submitted but the student may be questioned on the execution flow of the code.

3. Symbolic Integer Constants

Write a program that defines symbolic constants for all of the days of the week. Create an array variable that uses the symbols as initializers. Print out the source code and submit.  Make sure that this code assembles before submitting.
