Writing Assignment #3.   

[bookmark: _GoBack]Using one or more of the concepts listed below (taken primarily from Resiberg's Chapters 6 & 7) write an essay that demonstrates the operation of that concept in your "real-world" life (i.e., your life outside the classroom).  Your essay should be no longer than 1 page, single-spaced, in a 12 pt. font, with 1-inch margins.  Give your essay a brief, informative, interesting title that is centered at the top of the page.  I encourage you to read the relevant textbook section on your chosen concept before you begin.  Grades will be based on (a) the appropriate use of the cognitive concept(s), (b) the relevance & creativity of your example, (c) the clarity & grammar of your writing; and (d) a properly named file & email message.   Essays are due by 2pm, Tuesday, November 27th and should be submitted via email to tothj@uncw.edu (as a MS-Word doc file if at all possible). 
Concepts:
- State-dependent learning.
- Context reinstatement.
- Encoding specificity (or transfer appropriate processing).
- Implicit memory (memory without awareness).
- Familiarity vs. Recollection (source memory).
- Source confusion or source amnesia.
- Amnesia.
- False memory (including effects of schematic knowledge, misinformation effects, intrusion errors, priming, or the planting of false memories).
- Flashbulb memories.
- Repressed and/or recovered memories.

· Make sure to label your file "PSY211-Essay3-yourlastname.docx".

· The subject line of your email submission should be: "PSY211, Essay3, yourlastname" (without the quotation marks).
