Module 5 – Project 5 Part I: PowerPoint Assignment 
Points: 15 points

You are required to design and develop a multimedia instructional program consisting linear and nonlinear presentation features using PowerPoint.  

A. Content requirements: 
· The slide program must teach a topic content for a specific course subject to students in a specific grade level. 

· The program must consists of three components: content instruction, post-instructional assessment (posttest), feedback to the assessment. 

· The program include at least 15 slides in total. 

· A Title page with a lesson topic, content subject, students' grade level, your name, submission date, navigation to the next slide (i.e. a Menu slide). 

· A Menu slide consists at least three hyperlinks branching to content, posttest, and exit slides. 

· After the menu page, include at least four content slides presented linearly. 

· A posttest consisting of at least three test item must be provided at the end of the content presentation. The slide should branch to an appropriate feedback slide depending on the student's response. 

· Two feedback slides (one for correct answer and one for incorrect answer). You may include two feedback slides for each test item if you need to. 

· A credit slide providing all references (e.g. websites, texts) for the materials you used for developing the instructional program. 

· A closure slide at the end of the program, e.g. The End, Thanks. 

· One of the slides will contain a short video produced by the students. (See Video Requirements for more detailed information.) 

B. Design feature requirements: 
· Use a variety of text and multimedia design features such as background, WordArt, Clip Arts, picture, table, chart, sound, video. 

· Use at least one hyperlink to a content web site in a content slide. 

· Include the instructional movie clip that you produced in a content slide as part of your instruction. 

· Use a variety of slide presentation and transition features. 

Place consistently the design elements such as titles, navigation buttons, transitions, effects.
