Module 5 – Project 5 Part II: Instructional Video 
Points: 15 points

Project Requirements

· This project is to be done individually, if you would like to work on it with a partner, please consult your instructor. 

· Use Windows Movie Maker to create a 30-60 second digital movie that would enhance the content of your PowerPoint. 

· The movie could include the video you capture, still pictures, music, title and/or caption in text. It is not a requirement that you use a video camera for this project, you may use one if you choose. If you do not have access to a video camera you can use still pictures that you take from your own camera or find online. Just remember you are making a video that supports the educational content in your PowerPoint. 

· The movie should at least include still pictures, music, title and/or caption in text. You are encouraged to include a video either made by yourself or downloaded from the Internet. Make sure the video is copyright free if downloaded from the Internet. Keep in mind that the purpose of the video is to supports the content of your PowerPoint. 

About the movie production and editing:
· Brainstorm the title, content, and presentation strategies of your video. 

· Use Windows Movie Maker to edit the video, sound, images, and title from the computer. (Note: Movie Maker tutorial is available at http://www.uncw.edu/ed/tech/faculty_training.html) 

· Save the edited file to your computer as a project file. 

· Export the finished movie to your computer using Windows Movie Maker. 

· Embed the movie into your PowerPoint assignment.  

Embedding movies into power point
 

· Click Insert, Movies and Sounds, Movie from File. This works for windows media files and .avi files only.  

· Browse to the location of the video and click OK. 

· Decide whether you want the movie to start automatically or when it is clicked. You can change this setting by working with the custom animation settings in PowerPoint. Feel free to move the video around the slide by clicking in the middle and dragging the video to the spot you’d like it to be. You can also resize the video by dragging from one of the corners. Be careful not to stretch the video too large or it may look grainy.
