Page 1 (Home Page) – A fun and informative introductory page containing general information about you 
· A “welcome” statement (at least three sentences).
· At least one picture(s) of your self!
· Pictures inserted about education from the Internet (at least 1 animated image and 1 non-animated image per page).
· A paragraph about your background
  
Page 2 (Teaching Page) – A page dedicated to your teaching philosophy (your educational beliefs and aspirations) and information about the classes that you might be teaching.

· A well developed philosophy of education (at least one paragraph).
· Courses/topics you are teaching and a brief summary of each (What do you intend to teach in the school setting?)

· At least five recommended hot links to websites for educators (see assignment 2).
Page 3 (Technology Page) – This page should describe the importance of integrating technology in teaching and learning.
· There should be a list of all the different technology that you are familiar with.
· It is important to describe your experience from the EDN 303 course and how you are competent to integrate technology into your teaching.

Page 4 (Sample Lesson Plan Page) – This page should provide a sample lesson plan
· Use the lesson plan format from module 7 to create a sample lesson plan.

Page 5 (Homework Page) – This page should be your student and parent homework page. It can include a calendar and other relevant information. 
· There should be a list of all your (future) classes with assigned homework for the week (Monday – Friday).
· It is important to both display the important content as well as being motivational for all who view the page.
NOTE:  All information posted on the WWW is globally viewable – so personal information is posted at your discretion and may be modified as needed.
